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Introduction

The DMXPBRemote is a 1U 9.5 inch rack, you can mount 2 together
to form a standard 19 inch rack. Connect the DB9 cable between the
DMXPBRemote and a DMXPlayback or DMXStreamer. The DB9
cable supplies power to the DMXPBRemote.

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Features
The DMXPBRemote provides the following features:

Start one of 12 shows stored in the connected DMXPlayback or
DMXStreamer, using the front panel buttons

Start one of 12 shows stored in the connected DMXPlayback or
DMXStreamer, using the optional Infrared Remote Control
Start one of 6 shows stored in the connected DM XPlayback or
DMXStreamer, using the back panel switch inputs

Connector Pin out

Screw Terminal:

Pin 1: Gnd

Pin 2: Start Show Input 1
Pin 3: Start Show Input 2
Pin 4: Start Show Input 3
Pin 5: Start Show Input 4
Pin 6: Start Show Input 5
Pin 7: Start Show Input 6
Pin 8: Gnd

To activate one of the Start Show inputs, make an electrical contact
between the Start Show Input pin and the Gnd pin.

RS232:
Pin 2: RX
Pin 3: TX

Pin 5: Ground

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Getting Started

Power on the connected DMXPlayback or DMXStreamer. The ERR
LED and the OK LED on the DMXPBRemote will light, then the
ERR LED will go dark and the OK LED will light to indicate that the
DMXPBRemote is ready to use.

If the ERR LED remains lit, this indicates that the DMXPBRemote
cannot communicate with the connected DM XPlayback or
DMXStreamer. If this occurs, check that the DB9 cable is connected
and that the DM XPlayback or DMXStreamer is functional.

Starting A Show Using Front Panel Buttons

Successive presses of any front panel button either turn on or turn off
the LED next to the button.

With the Shift Button LED dark, press one of the 6 Start Show
Buttons to start one of the first 6 shows (1 through 6).

With the Shift Button LED lit, press one of the 6 Start Show Buttons
to start one of the second six shows (7 through 12).
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Infrared Remote Control

This section is only applicable if the optional Infrared Remote
Control, like those used with a TV or VCR, will be used to start
shows with.

The DMXPBRemote will only operate with an Infrared Remote
Control that uses the “Philips RC5” communication protocol. Refer
to the Infrared Remote Control manual, to ensure that the Infrared
Remote Control is programmed to “Philips RC5” mode.

Learning An Infrared Remote Control Key

The seven front panel buttons can be programmed to operate off any
seven keys on the Infrared Remote Control.

Ensure the front panel button to be programmed has its LED off.
Hold down the front panel button until its LED flashes (this takes
about 5 seconds), then release the front panel button. Press the key on
the Infrared Remote that you want to use to operate the front panel
button. The front panel button LED will stop flashing when the
Infrared key has been successfully learnt.

Erasing An Infrared Remote Control Key

This procedure stops the front panel buttons from being operated by
any key on the Infrared Remote Control.

Ensure the front panel button to be programmed has its LED off.
Hold down the front panel button until its LED flashes (this takes
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about 5 seconds), then release the front panel button. Once again,
hold down the front panel button until its LED stops flashing (this
takes about 5 seconds), then release the front panel button. This
completes the erasure operatio.

Starting A Show Using Infrared Remote Control

Successive presses of the assigned Infrared keys either turn on or turn
off the LED next to the corresponding front panel button.

With the Shift Button LED dark, press one of the 6 Start Show
Infrared keys to start one of the first 6 shows (1 through 6).

With the Shift Button LED lit, press one of the 6 Start Show Infrared
keys to start one of the second six shows (7 through 12).
